SWsoft SiteBuilder 3.0 for Unix Installation Guide describes in detail all stages of 
SiteBuilder for Unix installation, removal and repair processes. You will also learn how 
to upgrade the version of your SiteBuilder.

About SiteBuilder 

SWsoft SiteBuilder 3.0 for Unix/Linux is a site development solution that allows large 
groups of users to create their sites with minimum effort. The main target audience of 
SiteBuilder are users who lack in-depth knowledge of Internet technologies and yet are 
willing to explore the Internet. The users can create sites for various purposes, such as 
online photo galleries, e-shops, personal home pages and etc. Besides individual 
users, SiteBuilder is an effective tool for creating corporate sites designed to provide 
information about companies on the Internet.

Note: Ubuntu 5.10 is no longer supported. Upgrading to 6.06 is recommended to use 
SiteBuilder 3.0.2 for Linux/Unix on Ubuntu. 

Current version of Sitebuilder for Unix/Linux is not compatible with SELinux. To make 
Sitebuilder work under the affected OSs SELinux should be disabled using one of the 
following ways: 

Á Run  

  # setenforce 0  

as root. This will temporary disable SELinux until reboot 

Á Set SELINUX=disabled  in /etc/selinux/config  

Alternatively, you can add selinux=0  to your kernel boot parameters. However, this 

option is not recommended. Please refer to OS manual for more information about 
SELinux.

The following operation system components are also necessary for the SiteBuilder 
work:

Since not all operating systems by default support PHP version 5.1.x, we have 
included PHP 5.1.x package to SiteBuilder distribution bundle for those OSs which 
support PHP version earlier than 5.1.x. So, if your PHP version is earlier than 5.1.x, 
you do not have to update it - SiteBuilder will automatically use PHP bundled with it. 
If your PHP version is 5.1.x, you need to install a set of PHP extensions in order for 
SiteBuilder to work correctly. The list of extensions is not fixed and varies 
depending on operating system. Though, there is a number of recommended 
extensions commonly required to be installed:

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To make sure that you have all the required extensions installed, open the URL 

http://<sb - root>/check.php  in the web browser. If the results displayed do 

not contain any error or warning messages, that means that SiteBuilder will work 
correctly. Otherwise, you should install the missing extensions.

Á MySQL 3.2.x, 4.x, 5.x (server and client) 

Á Min 100 MB free disk space 

Á Min 512 MB RAM

It is assumed that your system meets all the requirements described in the previous 
chapter and SiteBuilder has been not installed on your server before.

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Starting Installation 

SiteBuilder installation process varies depending on the operating system you use. 

ü To install SiteBuilder in rpm-based systems 

1 Download the SiteBuilder distribution pack for your operating system 
from SWsoft web site (http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/).  

2 Unpack the archive to a directory on your server.  

3 Launch the package manager with the rpm - Uvh *.rpm  installation 

key. 

ü To install SiteBuilder in Debian-based systems 

1 Download the SiteBuilder distribution pack for your operating system 
from SWsoft web site (http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/).  

2 Install basic SiteBuilder packages and requirements in the following 
order: 

Á # dpkg - i php5*   

Á # dpkg - i sitebuilder - core - *   

Á # dpkg - i sitebuilder_3*   

3 Install any other packages in arbitrary order. 

ü To install SiteBuilder in FreeBSD-based systems 

Note: You should not use these installation instructions unless you are familiar with the 

FreeBSD ports. Try using Autoinstaller instead. 

1 Download (http://autoinstall.plesk.com/PSA_8.1.0/update-pkg-FreeBSD-
i386/ports.tgz) the latest supported ports tree archive and deploy it.  

2 Download SiteBuilder port archive for your OS from SWsoft web site 
(http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/).  

3 Unpack SiteBuilder port archive in /usr  using the following 

command: 

Á # tar - zxf sitebuilder - ports - 3.0.2.tar.gz  - C /usr   

 This will install SiteBuilder ports and required make files.  

4 Compile and install SiteBuilder and all its components:  

Á # cd /usr/ports/plesk/sitebuilder   

Á # make install   

Á # cd /usr/ports/plesk/sitebuilder - modules   

Á # make install   

Á # cd /usr/ports/p lesk/sitebuilder - locales   

Á # make install

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Only plesk/sitebuilder  is required for basic functionality. Install 

plesk/sitebuilder - modules  to get additional modules. Install 

plesk/sitebuilder - locales  to get localization files.  

Initial Configuration 

Configuring SiteBuilder is necessary for you to be able to 

Á Create the database and the database user with necessary privileges. 

Á Generate the main configuration file in accordance with the configuration 
parameters. 

Á Create a virtual host for Apache web-server. 

Á Search, install and remove SiteBuilder components (modules and design 
templates) in the database.  

To configure SiteBuilder, the sb_config  utility with configuration keys is used. The 

configuration utility is started by root in the command line mode. 

Note: If for the first time after the installation you run sb_config  without any keys, 

some configuration parameters are defined automatically, and some acquire default 
meanings.  

Note: If you run sb_config  with installed and configured SiteBuilder, some 

parameters are retrieved from the configuration file. The configuration file is stored at 

../sitebuilder/config .  

The available keys with descriptions are shown in the table below. 

Key Description 

Database options 

--

sb_db_user_passwd=PASSWORD 
Password for MySQL SiteBuilder user. 

Default value: sb_user. 

-- db_host=HOSTNAME MySQL host. 

Default value: localhost. 

-- db_port=PORT  MySQL port. 

Default value: 3306. 

-- sb_db_name=NAME SiteBuilder database name. If there is no such database, it 
will be created by SiteBuilder.   

Default value: sitebuilder3 

-- db_type=PATH  SiteBuilder database type. 

Default value: pdoMysql 

-- sb_db_user_name=USER  MySQL SiteBuilder user. 

Default value: sb_user 
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Main options 

-- sb_host_ip=IP  IP of SiteBuilder virtual host. If you run sb_config  without 

this key, IP is automatically retrieved from the system. 

command /sbin/ifconfig . 

-- db_admin_name=USER MySQL user with administrative privileges. 

Default value: root 

-- sb_hostname=HOSTNAME SiteBuilder hostname. If this key is not used, the host name is 

defined automatically as sitebuilder.hostname . 

-- phpcli_path=PATH  Path to PHP-CLI(5.1)  binary. 

Default value: /usr/bin/php5 

-- ext_ip=IP  IP of external network interface. 

-- httpd_port=PORT  Apache port for sitebuilder.conf. 

Default value: 80 

-- db_admi n_passwd=PASSWORD Password for MySQL user with administrative privileges. 

-- httpd_owner=user:group  Owner of SiteBuilder working directory. 

-- sb_admin_passwd=PASSWORD SiteBuilder Administrator password. 

Default value: admin 

-- phpcgi_path=PATH  Path to PHP-CGI(5.1) binary. 

Default value: /usr/bin/php5-cgi 

Common options 

-- update_modules  Skip all steps except modules configuration. 

-- update_templates  Skip all steps except templates configuration. 

-- without_restart  Do not restart HTTPD. 

-- advanced_help  Advanced help mode. 

-- help  Help mode. 

-- force  Force mode. Do not ask questions. 

Note: Make sure to run sb_config  utility every time you have installed or removed 

SiteBuilder components, such as modules and design templates. This utility creates or 
removes respectively the corresponding database entries. This is necessary for the 
added components and SiteBuilder to function correctly. If you do not need to change 

the virtual host, passwords and other parameters, you can run sb_config  with the --

update_modu les  key while installing/removing modules or with the --

update_templates  key while installing/removing design templates. 
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First Time Login 

You can verify the installation and initial configuration completeness by logging in to 
SiteBuilder. 

To log in to SiteBuilder: 

1 In your browser's address bar, type the URL for accessing the 
Administrator Panel. 

For example: 

http:// [SiteBuilder host]/Admin  

2 Enter default user name and password: 

Á User name: admin 

Á Password: admin 

3 Click Login.

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If you previously worked with SWsoft SiteBuilder 2.1.3 for Unix/Linux and have installed 
SWsoft SiteBuilder 3.0 for Unix/Linux, you would need to migrate all the data you had 
to a newer version of SiteBuilder. 

At migration the following SiteBuilder components are moved: 

Á Templates 

Á Sites 

Á Users 

Á Plans 

Á Page Sets 

Modules The migration process consists of two steps:  

Á Preparatory migration, at this step the SiteBuilder package is updated. 

Á Migration of sites data, at this step sites are migrated. While moving the sites, you 
can either launch the utility to automatically migrate all the sites, or migrate them 
separately using the Administrator panel or remote API.  

At each migration step the main SiteBuilder content is migrated first, after that the 
SiteBuilder modules are migrated.  

Note:  

1. Prior to migration, it is necessary to backup SiteBuilder 2.1.3 directory and database 
and SiteBuilder 3.0 installations, including databases, file repositories of sites, etc. 

2. SiteBuilder remote administration module of version 2.x.x is not compatible with the 
3.x.x version. Please download the latest distribution of the module from the SWsoft web 
site (http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/).

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Before Migration 

Backup of SiteBuilder 2.1.3 

Prior to migration, backup the SiteBuilder 2.1.3 for Unix/Linux directory and database. 

Á Example of the SiteBuilder directory backup: 
mkdir - p /backup/sb2.1.3  

cp - R <sitebuilder - root> /backup/sb2.1.3/  

The sitebuilder - root  parameter is by default the 

/usr/local/sitebuilder  directory. 

Á Example of the SiteBuilder database backup: 
mysqldump sitebuilder > sitebuilder2.1.3.sql  

mv sitebuilder2.1.3.sql /backup/sb2.1.3/  

 

Installing New SiteBuilder 3.0 Packages 

Download and install new versions of SiteBuilder 3.0 for Unix/Linux packages, which 
you want to upgrade. 
 

Starting Migration 

After you have installed SiteBuilder 3.0 packages, SiteBuilder should be configured. 
The configuration procedure automatically starts the migration procedure. The 
migration process may take quite a lot of time, depending on the content you need to 
move.  

To start configuring SiteBuilder, run  

sb_config  

During initial configuration, preparatory migration is performed. 
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Preparatory Migration 

In the process of preparatory migration, all the data except for the data of sites is 
moved to SiteBuilder 3.0. The migrated data includes information on plans, users, 
templates, etc. During the preparatory migration process, the notifications appear and 
inform you about what components are being moved at the time. The notifications are 

also written into the <sitebuilder - root>/tmp/migration/migration.log  file. 

For each site of SiteBuilder 2.1.3, a site owner is created in SiteBuilder 3.0. 

During migration, passwords of resellers are changed. Also, passwords for site owners 
created in the process of preparatory migration are generated. See information on 

usersô passwords in the <sitebuilder - root>tmp/migration/migration -

passwords.log  file. In the migration - passwords.log  file, information is stored in 

a table with vertical lines used as separators. The table has the following format:  

| User name | Password | E - mail | User role |  

Note: After migration, Sitebuilder administrator's credentials are reverted to default 
ones:  

Login: admin  

Password: admin  
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Sites Data Migration 

There are two options of sites data migration: 

Á Migration of data of all the sites 

Á Migration of data of particular sites 

Information about the sites data migration process is registered in the System log.  

Migration of Data of All the Sites 

To migrate data of all the sites at once, run  

sb_confi g -- migrate_all  

However, please note, that if you have many sites, the process of migration can take a 
lot of time. 

Migration of all the sites can also be performed, if one or several sites have migrated 
separately before. In this case, only the sites, which have not migrated previously, are 
moved to SiteBuilder 3.0. 

Migration of Data of Particular Sites 

To migrate the data of a particular site separately, log in to the Administrator Panel as 
the site owner created during the preparatory migration. The site data migrates during 
logging in to the Administrator Panel. 
 

Rollback at Migration Failure 

If the migration failed or you want to return to your previous SiteBuilder version, take 
the following steps: 

Á Delete SiteBuilder 3.0 for Unix/Linux. 

Á Install SiteBuilder 2.1.3 for Unix/Linux. 

This is done to restore the information of the installed packages in the packet 
system. 

Á Restore the database backup. 

Á Restore the SiteBuilder 2.1.3 directory backup. 

Á Request a new SiteBuilder license key from SWsoft sales representative, because 
your previous key was deleted by the migration process. 
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SiteBuilder upgrade process varies depending on the operating system you use. 

ü To upgrade SiteBuilder in rpm-based systems 

1 Download the SiteBuilder distribution pack for your operating system 
from SWsoft web site (http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/).  

2 Unpack the archive to a directory on your server. 

3 Launch the package manager with the rpm - Uvh *.rpm  installation 

key. 

ü To upgrade SiteBuilder in Debian-based systems 

1 Download the SiteBuilder distribution pack for your operating system 
from SWsoft web site (http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/).  

2 Install basic SiteBuilder packages and requirements in the following 
order: 

Á # dpkg - i php5*   

Á # dpkg - i sitebuilder - core - *   

Á # dpkg - i sitebuilder_3*   

3 Install any other packages in arbitrary order. 

ü To upgrade SiteBuilder in FreeBSD-based systems 

1 Download the SiteBuilder distribution pack for your operating system 
from SWsoft web site (http://www.swsoft.com/en/download/sitebuilder3/). 

2 Depending on the SiteBuilder version you already have, run  

Á # pkg_delete sitebuilder - 3.0.0   

OR 

Á # pkg_delete sitebuilder - 3.0.1   

3 Launch Autoinstaller.  
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
